Use vertical addition to add four-digit numbers with same number of decimal places, incl amounts of money, e.g. £35.75 + £26.78

	· Find a difference between four-digit numbers e.g. 5431 – 2789

English

	Descriptive writing and comprehension
	Children discuss the impact that images can have on the viewpoints and opinions of an audience. They play sentence games to generate vocabulary and connectives, in order to help them up level their own writing. Children practice using extended vocabulary for their writing. Comprehension – looking at the range of questions: inference, layout, summary and retrieval.

	Myths and Legends
	With links to our topic on the Ancient Greece, the children will be creating their own Greek myth.  The unit will explore different versions of the classic legends, including film and TV adaptations.   

	Persuasive Writing
	 Linking to our topic, the children will be exposed to a variety of texts including verbal debates, written arguments and surveys.  The children will become politicians as they look at ways of improving our school and forming debates and policies around this.  

	Genre: Mystery Stories 

	Look at the genre of short stories using Short! by Kevin Crossley-Holland. Children investigate the use of adverbials to link sentences or paragraphs together. Children plan & write short mystery stories elaborating by use of descriptive words & further details.


Science

	Forces
	Look at a range of different forces: gravity, air resistance, water resistance and friction. Develop an understanding of balanced and unbalanced forces and their effects. Plan and carry out experiments. 

	Life Cycles: Humans and Other Animals (2)
	Children will learn about the human reproductive system which will link to the work they did on the development of a baby and the human life cycle in the Autumn term. 


RE & PSHE

	Sacred Texts
	 Children will explore which sacred texts are linked with which main religion. They will research the Torah in detail and learn about how it is used in daily life and worship. We will be looking at the significance of sacred texts in religions and the way people live their lives. We will consider the meaning of different types of religious literature (e.g. parables, laws, history, etc) found in religious texts and understand how this affects our religious views today. Finally, we will reflect on ideas of right and wrong found in the religious texts and their own and others’ responses to them and on sources of inspiration in their lives today.


Creative Curriculum

	Greece and Europe Today
	In this unit, children will be acting as geographers as they enhance their knowledge of both the continent of Europe with specific focus to the country of Greece.  Children will become politicians as we learn about the EU (see persuasive writing for literacy). 



	Ancient Greece
	Throughout this topic, the children will be learning about the life and times of the Ancient Greeks.  Through myths and tales of the gods of Mount Olympus, the children will be piecing together their understanding of their life and culture.  Children will locate Greece on a map and look at the ancient territories, city states and the construction of Athens.  Through literacy, art and drama, children will discover the importance of worship and the gods, the role of the Greek hero and mythological monsters and creatures.  We will be holding a ‘Greek Day’ at the school where the children will have the opportunity to take part in a variety of craft activities as they learn about Greek produce, try some traditional Greek food and take part in a theatrical performance.   They will use a coding programme to retell a famous Greek myth.


British Values / SMSC
This term, Class 5 will be linking their learning to British Values and SMSC by: 

· Learning about the origins of democracy through their topic. 

· Developing their awareness of other religions and cultures through R.E.

· Understanding how the modern voting system works in the UK through their topic and in English. 

· Working on teambuilding and sportsmanship in PE. 

· In science, children will be learning about the human reproductive system with links to PSHE and relationships.
